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Re: AMENDED - Siloam Springs Whitewater and Habitat Improvement Park, Parcel No. 18-13187-001 and
Parcel No. 18-13173-001

The City of Siloam Springs (City) entered into an agreement with the Walton Family Foundation (WFF) for
operation and maintenance of the Whitewater and Habitat Improvement Park (Park) at the Fisher Ford site,
Parcel No. 18-13187-001 and Parcel No. 18-13173-001.

The above referenced agreement shall include maintenance, operation, management, repair, replacement and
improvements to the property, Parcel No. 18-13187-001 and Parcel No. 18-13173-001. This includes all of the
provisions detailed in the agreement.

The Siloam Springs Police Department (SSPD) will make the park area a patrol zone, and during operational hours
of the park will make the zone an established duty station by assigning an officer to the complex during those
hours. This will be completed by utilizing officers from the School Resource Division during summer months
when the public schools are out of session, and, if necessary, patrol shift personnel. The SSPD anticipates
rotating officers during the operational hours of the park. In addition, regular patrols (business checks) of the
park will be made as well during non-operational hours.

The Siloam Springs Sanitation Department will provide trash service to the park as follows:

e Going to the site and dumping all trash receptacles twice per week or as needed.
e Trash cans will be lined with bags, and new bags will be provided every time they are serviced.

The Siloam Springs Fire Department (SSFD) will provide 24 hour fire and life safety services to the park with an
emphasis on swift water rescue needs, as required. The SSFD will need sufficient access to the parking area to
provide a staging and launching platform for personnel and equipment. The SSFD will coordinate with all other
agencies necessary to facilitate the desired outcomes when summoned to the park for fire and life safety
operations.

The City is proposing to provide four feet (4’) above grade concrete bases. Light height shall be a minimum of
twenty feet (20’) above grade mounting height. The City is developing bid specifications for all project materials
including fixtures, poles, solar panels, hardware and batteries. The light fixtures shall be a LED type luminaire; full
cutoff dark-sky approved and color temp range 4000K. All of the fixtures shall have the same light distribution
pattern. Poles and Fixtures Powder Coating Requirements:
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® This specification sets forth the minimum acceptable standards for powder coat finishing in the colors of
RAL 6005 dark green.

s Powder Coating process used for this project must have proven excellent weatherability with excellent
mar, chip and corrosion resistance and excellent edge coverage. Class 3 - 10 year ‘Florida Weathering
Data’ - weather exposure.

The Electric Department light fixing procedures start when the customer reports the lights out. This call is
recorded in a database and placed in the light maintenance crew’s mailbox. Twice a week the light crew fixes
lights. They fill out a form indicating how many lights were repaired, the wattage and the necessary repairs. They
date and initial the form and return it to the Administrative Assistant. This information is then correlated into the
database to assist with tracking repairs.

The City will be responsible for maintaining the facility including trail, parking lot and grounds as needed.
Information will come from on site and user reports. Maintenance of grounds could come from, but is not limited
to, weather events, time/usage, etc. The City will utilize all departments necessary in cooperation to complete
maintenance.
